 Winter, Bah Humbug! 

A  few years ago, my brother-in-law, who lives in up north asked if I had winterized my 

bike for storage.  For just a micro-second I thought, then replied, òI live in Tennessee 

and we ride in the winteró.  So now I'm thinking about how many Wingers in Tennessee 

winterize and store their bikes during the winter.  I'm sure there are some, but I don't know 

them personally.  Just about everyone one I know that rides keeps their bike in a heated  

garage.  I know Darlene and I do and even though we have another unheated detached ga-

rage, we wouldn't think about putting the bikes in it.  No sir, only non-essential toys go there é the tractor and the four 

wheeler.  No offense to farmers and avid  

four-wheelers, but first things first.  As a matter of fact, prior to marriage I considered my bike as essential living room 

furniture.  No garage, you see.  Men just seem to have a different set of priorities. (you can't make this stuff up)!  Having 

said all that, I do a few things to our bikes because I know they're not likely to get ridden as much this time of year.  I 

keep the two-wheeler on the center stand to keep the weight off the tires.  I check and maintain tire pressure.  I keep the 

fuel tanks full and add a fuel stabilizer (probably the most important).  I take them outside, start them, and let them get 

to operating temperature before moving them back in.  I do not use a battery tender, never have and probably never will. 

A few years ago when I had access to the equipment I would do a battery capacity check.  This is different from a load 

test as all you motor-heads know.  If it failed, I replaced it, no questions asked even if it started the bike just fine.  Every-

one takes care of their bikes differently.  I'm sure I should do more, but hey, I keep an eye on everything and do the  

servicing myself, and so far so goodéWith Christmas practically on us, I've thought a lot about what to get my bike.  He 

could use a couple of things.  (In case you didn't know, bikes are male, ships are female).  He could really use a new pair 

of water-proof riding boots and maybe a fog proof face shield for his full-face helmet.  Oh, Oh, Oh, I think he would 

really like some of those new LED fog lights, too.  You know, can't be too safe.  And maybe some new socks...nothing 

feels better than a new pair of socks.
